Moreover, the book of Romans has inspired such figures as 

Augustine, Luther, and Barth to reexamine their personal faith as well as the faith of the church 

as a whole.  Consequently, this book is most valuable for in depth study and faithful teaching.  

Needless to say, the message written by Paul so long ago continues to speak to the hearts of 

believers throughout generations.

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This course is an interpretive (exegetical, structural, social, theological and pastoral) study of 

Paul's letters to the Roman believers.  The students will go through a detailed exposition with 

its contemporary application and missional motifs.  Course readings will be coordinated with 

the weekly lectures and specially assigned topics for debates and discussions.
