I. COURSE DESCRIPTION

Students complete a major research proposal in the field of Counselling and Psychotherapy that
demonstrates their ability to formulate a research question, use existing peer reviewed
research studies to develop a well-structured literature review and methodology section, and
draft an ethics proposal.

e Provide a critical reflection on the integration of the research topic with a Christian
framework

e Present an analysis of the importance and contribution of the research topic to the field
of Marriage and Family Therapy and Psychotherapy

D. GUIDELINES FOR INTERACTIONS

E. ASSIGNMENTS AND GRADING

1. Participation and Research Portfolio: 5% of final grade

The student is required to attend all classes and meetings with the professor, which will consist
of informal presentations, discussion, feedback, and peer review. As the student conducts the
research project, all weekly activities/goals/accomplishments, hours spent for the research
project, and feedback reflections from meetings with peers and professor must be carefully and
thoroughly logged and documented in a binder labeled “Research Portfolio.”

2. Annotated Bibliography: 5% of final grade; Due Oct. 17

The student will submit an annotated bibliography consisting of a minimum of 15-20 key
references that will be used to develop the literature review section of the thesis project. Each
source will include the citation (in proper APA style) and a brief annotation of the study.

3. Draft Assignments: Literature Review Draft (10%; Due Oct. 31), Methodology Draft (10%;
Due Nov. 14)

The drafts for the Introduction (Literature Review, Research Question, and

Hypotheses) and Methods Sections (Methodology) should strictly follow APA style

for in-text citations, references, figures, tables, etc., as well as demonstrate a

strong grasp of the research process and topic. The student is required to hand in a

soft copy of the drafts at the determined dates throughout the semester for

discussion and feedback with the supervisor. Failure to submit the assignments on

their due dates will result in deductions to the final grade.

4. Research Ethics Board (REB) Application: 5% of final grade; Due Nov. 21
The student will prepare a full ethics application for the Tyndale Research Ethics
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Board which will be reviewed by the professor for accuracy and pre-approval.

5. Research Project Presentation: 5% of final grade
Students will present their research project.

6. Final Research Report: 60% of final grade; Due Dec. 12

The student will hand in a final version of the research project that clearly articulates the
research question, the relevant literature review, a sound methodology, and proposed data
analysis following the guidelines of APA. In addition, a discussion section will be included that
provides a critical integration of the research topic with a Christian framework as well as
reflections on the implications of this project in the field of psychotherapy research. The final
research thesis project will be 30-40 pages, double spaced, 12-font (not including cover page
and reference section).

F. EQUITY OF ACCESS
